The southwest monsoon has been vigorous over west Rajasthan during past 24 hours ending at 0830 hours IST of today.

Due to subduedainfall activities in Interior Karnataka, West Haryana, Delhi
WestRajasthan, Gujarat, Saurashtra & Kutch, parts of Madhya Maharashtra, p
of Marathwada and Bihar during the season, contingent plan for these regions
been prepared for the farmiegmmunity which is mentioned below:

South Interior Karnataka: During last couple of weeks, as there was goo
rainfall in Davangere and Hassan districts, conditions are suitable for resowiny
crops. Direct sowing of ragi may be done till 18th August aftér ahat
transplanting of ragi and sowing of minor millets may be done till 1st fortnight
September. As subdued rainfall is continued in the districts like Bangalore Ru
Bangalore Urban, Bellary, Kolar, Chamarajnagar, Chichballapur, Chitradur
Mandya, Mysore, Ramnagara and Tumkur, farmers are advised to undert
sowing or resowing of above mentioned contingent crops after receivi
sufficient rain.

North Interior Karnataka: Only Belgaum, Dharwad, Gadag and Haver

districts received rain during laseek. Undertake transplanting of tobacco an

chilli, sowing of sunflower, Desi Cotton and planting of onion in these district

Also take intercrops like cotton + onion, cotton + chilli.

1 West Rajasthan: Good rainfall occurred during last 6 to 7 days. As per contingent plan, continue sowing of fodder bajré
sorghum, short duration varieties of moth (RMQ) and guar (RG936).

1 Gujarat: All the districts of Gujarat Bgion received significant rainfall during last week. Carry out sowing of castor va
GAUCH-1, GCH2, GCH4 and GCHS5 in South Gujarat Zone. Farmers in North Gujarat zone are advised to carry out so
castor, fodder sorghum, maize, sesame anstarilbean. As moderate to heavy rainfall occurred during last week in Ahme
district of Bhal and Coastal Zone, farmers are advised to carry out sowing of castor by selecting varieties G 8QEH, 6 or 7
for dry land, fodder sorghum, sesame andtelusean.

91 Saurashtra & Kutch: As no significant rainfall occurred in Bhavnagar district in Bhal and Coastal Zone, farmers are ad
carry out sowing of castor by selecting varieties GAUGCHECH5, 6 or 7 for dry land, fodder sorghum, sesame andeclistar
after receipt of rainfall. In Kutch region, farmers are advised to grow castor (GALJ@€CH4 and GCHY) varieties in the are:

Carry out sowing of maize, sorghum, lucern, bajra, cowpea etc. for green foddeisd the are
under fodder crop. In South Saurashtra Zone, carry out intercultural operation and weeding for conservation of
Intercropping with short duration crops i.e. sesamum-85Hreen gram (GM, GM-4), black gram (19, GU-1) and cowpa (Pus:
Falguni, GCH1, GCH2, GCH4) may be carried out. Undertake sowing of these crops after receipt of rainfall.

1 Madhya Maharashtra: Farmers of Pune and Sangli districts are advised to sow crops like sunflower, red gram and
sunflower + red gam, fodder sorghum, fodder bajra and fodder maize. Solapur district received deficient rain during last fe
and isolated rain is expected during nex® Bays; farmers are advised to wait for adequate rain and sowing of sole crc
sunflower (Blanu), red gram (vipula) and castor (@Rmay be done in August after receipt of rain.

1 Marathwada: All districts of the region received insignificant rain during last few weeks; farmers are advised to undertake
conservation practices like mulchinigitercultural operation and weeding in the crop field and apply supplementary irriga
possible.

9 Bihar: Where rainfall is highly deficient, sowing of contingent crops like ur®);Tarhar (Bahar, Narendra Arhar 1, Malviya 1
bajra, toria is adsed in upland and medium land areas after receipt of good rainfall.

Executive Summary

Significant rainfall occurred over all the districts of West Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat region, Konkar
GangeticWest Bengal, Coastal Karnataka and Kerala, most of the districts in Himachal Pradesh, Ee
Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Uttarakhand, Rajasthan, Jharkhand, Orissa and Sub Himalayan West Be
and Sikkim, many districts in Assam, West Uttar Pradesh, BMadhya Maharashtra, Coastal Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana and over a few districts in Arunachal Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Jammu & Kash
East Uttar Pradesh, Vidarbha, Tamil Nadu and Telangana. Rainfall for the above mentioned States dut
last week is iyen in Annexure- 1.

Rainfall is likely to occur at many places over West Bergilar, Jharkhand, Orissa, Chhattisgarh, East
Madhya Pradesh, East Uttar Pradesh, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka and Konkan during next three days,
West Rajasthan during ne24t hours and at a few places over West Madhya Pradesh and Vidarbha durin
next 24 hours and increase thereaff@rmers are advised to postpone irrigation, intercultural operation and
application of fertilizers and plant protection measures in thesensedieavy rainfall would occur at one or
two places oveOrissa, Chhattisgarh and Kerala during next 48 hours and over West Rajasthan during ne
24 hours.Farmers in these regions are advised to arrange for adequate drainage in standing crops.

Due to sibdued rainfall activities in Interior Karnataka, West Haryana, Delhi, West Rajasthan, Gujaral
Saurashtra & Kutch, parts of Madhya Maharashtra, parts of Marathwada and Bihar during the seas
contingent plan for these regions has been prepared forrthendgpcommunitywhich is mentioned in Page
No.1.

In remaining parts of the country, due to receipt of adequate rainfall in terms of quantity and distribution
relation to agricultural operations as well as water requirements of the crops, sovdimaibtrops
continued normally and state of the crops are normal, which is stated below:

1. RayalaseemaContinue sowing of groundnut, castor, cotton, bajra and red gram.

2. West Uttar Pradesh: Complete sowing of black gram and sesame. Continue transplanting @nidc
sowing of sorghum.

3. East Uttar Pradesh: Continue transplanting of medium duration rice and sowinkhafif crops like
jowar, bajra, uradnoong, soybean, groundnut and til.

4. Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura: Farmers inrManipur are advised faowing of late variety
of rice RC Maniphou 7 and short duration variety RC ManipBoin upland areaComplete
transplanting omanrice in Tripura andalirice in other States.

6. Assam & Meghalaya: Undertaketransplanting oshort duration varieties of ride the flood affected

area, complete transplanting of semi dwsafi rice and sowing of early cauliflower, raddish, green

gram, black gram and sesame etc.

Sub Himalayan West Bengal:Complete transplanting of rice.

Sikkim: Undertake transplanting of large cardamom in low and medium hills.

Gangetic West BengalComplete transplanting @imanrice.

0 Orissa: Farmers are advised undertake transplanting kharif rice. Complete sowing of green gram,
black gram, esame and vegetables such as cowpea, okra and cucurbitaceous caopded fallow
uplands.

11. Punjab: As 97-98% area of the State is irrigated, transplanting of rice and basmati rice has beel
completed wth irrigation facilities along with sowing of cottotundertake sowing of mid season
varieties of cauliflower and short duration maize hybrids.

13. Jharkhand: Sowing ofkharif crops have been carried out satisfactofgrmers who have not sown
kharif crops till now, may sow kulthi or safflower in upland. In areas, where rain is not sufficient for
transplanting operation and seedlings are over dgaders may sow the seeds directly in medium land
with short duration varieties like Vandana, Birsa D@8, Birsa Vikas Dhan 109, 110 and Lalat etc.

14. Uttarakhand: Transplanting of rice completed.

15. Jammu & Kashmir: Undertake sowing of vegetable crops.



16. East Rajasthan: Undertake sowing of early radish (Pusa Chetki), okra, spinach and transplanting o
onion.

17. East Madhya Pradesh and West Madhya Pradest8owing ofkharif crops completed.

18. Vidarbha: Complete transplanting of rice in East Vidarbha.

19. Chhattisgarh: Sowing ofkharif crops completed in most parts of the State.

20.Konkan: Transplanting of rice completed.

21.South Coastal Andhra Pradeshin view of receipt of rainfall, farmers are advised to undertake sowing
of medium duration varieties aice, like Swarna, Chatanya, Krishnaveni, Samba Masuri, Bapatla
Sannalu and Amara and for saffected areas the rice varieties are Deepthi, Vikal, Vedagiri and
Somaseela and varieties for red gram are 43G38 and Laksmi (ICRB5063).

In Sub Tropical Plain Zonefdanipur tikka disease may occur in groundnut. To control tikka disease, apply
Carbendazim @ 0.5 g/ litre of water.

In Sub Tropical Hill zone of Arunachal Pradesh, stem borer may infest citrus plants; apply a paste made |
mixing lime, water and 5% Malaion dust on the stems of the plants up to a height of about 1 m from the ground.
