In the following subdivisions rainfall conditions improved during las2lweeks; howevefarmers are
advised to continueontingent fanning:

9. Gangetic West Bengal:Complete transplanting afmanrice and undertake short to medium duration rice
where sowing was delayed.

10. Orissa: Undertake weeding in rice at && week stag&o for hoeing and weeding in maize.

11.Punjab: Undertake sowing of vegetables like cauliflower (hgdason variety)

12.Himachal Pradesh: Ensure drainage in maize fields and impound water in rice. fidhdlertake nursery
sowing of cauliflower.
