Temperatures will mostly be warm but hot in 
the Lowveld in the outlook period. 

SOIL MOISTURE 
No improvement in soil moisture anticipated in 
the outlook period. 

WIND SPEED 
Wind will be light to moderate breeze speeds 
ranging between 2-4m/s in the outlook period.
